I 
refer you to this book, which I believe should be required reading for every pastor in the denomination.  It speaks 
of a “moored” faith and gives six traditions of the Christian faith to anchor onto.   Divided because of these 
streams in the past, it is a call to find the depths of our rich heritage of faith. 
 
The Traditions identified are: 
      The Contemplative Tradition—Discovering the Prayer-Filled Life 
      The Holiness Tradition---Discovering the Virtuous Life 
      The Charismatic Tradition—Discovering the Spirit-Empowered Life 
      The Social Justice Tradition---Discovering the Compassionate Life 
      The Evangelical Tradition---Discovering the Word-Centered Life 
      The Incarnational Tradition----Discovering the Sacramental Life 
 
So, what are the most important?  Which of them are most important to Temple?  Which of them excite which 
members of our church?   For me, all of them are important, and I will be sharing my own emphases.  In our 
unique United Methodist heritage, we drink from all of these wells of meaning, mission, and truth. The healthiest 
churches are those that include all of these and open doors to all of their expressions.  Now that is the Church! 
 
Central to all is Jesus Christ, Lord of Life, the Resurrected Living Presence.  Without disparaging other religions, 
we can say that our call is centered in the birth, life, death, and Resurrected Living Presence of Jesus Christ.

It is difficult to describe only one thing that I took from our trip to Crow Creek, South Da-
kota. But, if I were to name just one, I would say that I gained a greater understanding of 
God’s incredible, eternal, and ever-reaching love. Before I went, I had many questions 
about various aspects of the Sioux (Lakota, Dakota, or Nakota) peoples as well as aspects 
of my faith. Some of those questions were answered during our trip, but the trip also 
brought up new questions for me. At times I was very frustrated about the relaxed, non-
time oriented schedule (called “Indian time”), but as a group we worked through our frus-
trations and began to appreciate the Sioux culture even more.  
During the week many of us worked in a garden named “Black Elk Woman” after a 

woman who believed that if the younger Indian generation could learn about the plants of the Earth, the culture would 
be revived. The Sioux believe that the Creator put every plant in the ground for a reason, and that each plant has a 
special ability to cure an ailment. While working in the garden with my bare hands covered in dirt, I know that I cre-
ated a stronger connection with all of the creatures and greenery of the Earth, and with God who put them there.  

It was a long week, but I walked away with a greater understanding in my head, more hope in my life, and
